A 2005 Space Odyssey. On January 14, 2005, The European Space Agency’s Huygens
explorer, carried on NASA’s Cassini spacecraft, plummeted to the surface of Titan, a moon
of Saturn larger than the planet Mercury. The images recorded during the 147-minute
descent now have been consolidated into a 5 minute video, which can be viewed with
narration or a musical background. Watch as Huygens descends through Titan’s haze-
shrouded atmosphere to find a deeply eroded landscape carved by liquid methane, and then
see the final images from the moon’s surface. A breathtaking trip at
