The top of each page has a photo of a nonnative
invasive species and a description of the area of the
country invaded currently. The rest of the page is
devoted to at least one native alternative, its range and
hardiness zone, a photograph and its attributes and
uses. Interesting reading (if you like to read about
plants) but for those who prefer to scan through
quickly, a box giving Attributes at a Glance will be
appreciated. The book covers the continental U.S. so
not every one would be suitable for Southeast Ohio but
it is sobering to realize the scope of the problem - no
area is safe! A good bibliography and separate
indexes for both native and invasive plants make the
book user-friendly. If fall planting is on your list, check
it out and be an informed gardener.
