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or a candidae who wishes to drop student teaching because it is not wha he or she
anticipated. Occasiondly, these problems cannat be successfully addressed to allow for a
successful student teaching experience. In order for the candidate to meet the requirements
for the early or middle childhoodmajor, an alternative experience can be arranged to replace
the student teaching course and the candidae will be able to graduae without completing the
student teaching experience. Students who finish under_this option will not be eligible for
a teaching license.

Denial of Admission

Students denied admission to the Professiond Education Licensure Program may appeal this
decision acording o the criteria set forth in the Marietta College Teacher Education
Handbook (Section 1I1.B.5). Sudents are encouraged to meet with an advisor and take
advantage of remediation oppotunities (see examples on pae 3). Sudents should resubmit
the Application o Licensure when the G.P.A is a therequired level. Or when other criteria
have been met.

Program Probation

At the concluson of the semester, the candidate®
remediation plan is reviewed by the department and avote is taken to dlow the
candidae to continue to pursue teacher licensure or to pe@manently suspend the
candidae from the program.

If sugpended from the program, the candidate may no longe enroll in 300400 level
educion murses, induding gudent teaching.

Denial of Admission to Sudent Teaching

Candidates denied admission to the Student Teaching Semester may agppeal this decision
according  thecriteria set forth in the Marietta College Teacher Education Handbook
(Section 1I1.B.5).

additiond copies are available in the Education Department office. Candidaes are
encouraged to meet with an advisor and take advantage of remediation opportunities (see
examples on paye 3).

Completion of Early Childhood or Middle Childhood Education M ajor
without Licensure

When an early or middle childhood candidate has been admitted to the professiond
education program but does not meet find criteria for admission to student teaching, fails to
perform up to expectations during the actud student teaching semester or wishes to drop
student teaching because it is not wha he or she anticipaed, the candidate may elect to
graduae in educion without recommendaion for teacher licensure. In orde for the
candidae to meet the requirements for the early or middle childhoodmajor, an alterndive
experience can be arranged to replace the student teaching course and the candidae will be
able to graduate without completing the student teaching experience. Arrangements for an
aterndive expeience will be made individudly with the candidate. Students who finish
under_this option will not be digible for a teaching license.

B. Eduction Depatment

provided with acopy ofthe Marietta College Teacher Education Handbook. This handbook
will bethoroughly discussed with the sudent. The student will sign and dae an Qntent to
Pursue LicensureOform that will beplaced in the student@ file. The date of this form will
determine the candidate® program requirements for an Ohio teaching license.

2. When acandidae makes gpplication for admission into the Professiond Education
Licensure Program, the Education Department Chair, in atimely manner, will notfy the
student in writing ofthe results. This written noftfication will contain eny necessary
remediation plnsif astudent is conditiondly admitted or denied admission to the program.

3. Upon receipt of the Application for Student Teaching, he Student Teaching Director will
notify the sudent in writing & to the sudent@ digibility and gudent teaching placement.
This written noification will contain any necessary remediation plnsif astudent is
conditiondly admitted or denied admission o sudent teaching. Any candidae denied
admission ha therightto gopedl.

4. Uncomputed Semester: In cases where the cumulative GPA islessthan 2.75, he
candidate may file awritten peition  the Education Department, asking that the grades
from onesemester be removed when computing the GAdmission © the Education SemesterO
GPA. To grant this petition for the uncmmputed semester, the following conditionsmug be
met: (a) the GPA in the proposd un@mputed smester mug bean extreme deviation from
other semesters and (b) condtionsfor such adeviation nug beclearly established in writing
by the candidate.
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The uncomputed semester petainsonly to admission o the Eduction Semester and has no
effect on ay other college activity or procedure.

5. Apped Process. Candidaes denied admission o the Professiond Education Licensure
Program or to the Student Teaching Semester, candidaes not recommended for licensure, or
candidates who kelieve tha they have been treated unfairly while pursuing the program can
appedl thedecision to the Education Department.

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VI. STUDENT TEACHING ABROAD

Student teaching &road, a co-opeaative program with Moothead Sate University in
Minnesota, pe'mits candidaes who have completed the academic qudificationsfor and hare
been admitted to the Education Semester to gpply for a student teaching assignment in a
foreign ounty.

Student teaching droad places candidate primarily in private, internaiond, English-
speaking shools throughout the world.

Mog paticipants are assigned to independent internationd schools. Some with ecial
languae qudificationsare assignel to naiond schools where theingruction isin aforeign
languaye or to pubic schools where English is the medium of indruction. An efort is made
to place candidates in the geographical area of ther choice and onewhich will enrich thar
academic background, grve thar specia interests, and expand ther cultural horizons

Candidaes interested in student teaching &road must complete a Student Teaching Abroad
application o the Education Department. Criteria for admission is available in the Marietta
College Education Department Office.

VII. MULTIPLE LICENSES

Candidaes may belicensed in more than oneteaching field. However, candidaies mug do
student teaching in each area for which they are seeking licensure. In the case where a
candidae seeks licenaure in more than onearea, the sudent teaching experience will be
extende to provide additiond classroomtime. For example, onewho isto becertified in
middle childhood ad erly childhood, nug have alonge student teaching peiod than the
nomal semester can provide In orde to make provision for the extended student teaching
expeience candidaes mug file gppropriate Applicationsfor Student Teaching and discuss
the arrangaments with the Student Teaching Director or the Department Chair.

VIII. STATE TESTING AND APPLICATION FOR LICENSURE

Teacher education andidates in the State of Ohio mug receive passing scores on he Praxis
Il test in the following aeas:

a) atest of professiond knowedge (PLT Test)
b) atest of curriculum content or specidization (Specialty Area Tests)

Teacher education andidates are digible to take oneor al of the examinaionsafter they
have completed at least 75 pecent of their gpproved program. We recommend tha
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candidates take dl exams prior to orduiing the sudent teaching semester. Exams are offered
four times pe year.

The candidate must request that Praxis || results are sent directly to Marietta College.
The candidae will aso receive a copy of the scores. Candidaes are asked to submit to the
Education Department adeailed breakdown of scores in each area of each test. Thisdaais
aggregaed and ued by the degpartment to assess and modify licensure programs. The
Education Department keeps arecord of examination results and the registrar lists those
Examinaionssuccessfully completed on @ndidatesQtranscripts. Upon siccessful
completion ofdl therequired test(s), as well as dl other criterialisted in the
(Recommendation for LicensureOsection, gplication for a provisiond two-year Ohio
license will besent to the Ohio Department of Education.  Successful completion means
scoring & or above the state mandaed qualifying sore.

Candidaes may pick up Praxis Il registration biochures, Praxis Il sudy gudes, and teacher
license gpplicationsin the Education Department office. Questionsaboutregistering for the
Praxis Il and completing the license gpplication piocess should beaddressed to the Education
Depatment secretary.

IX. THE STUDENT TEACHING SEMESTER
A. STUDENT TEACHING FEE & COSTSFOR LICENSURE

During the sudent teaching smester, the ssudent teacher is assessed a sudent teaching fee.
This feeistypicaly billed & the beginning of the semester dong with thetuition and fee
charges for the semester. The sudent teaching fee is used to hdp offset expenses for sudent
teaching induding mileage reimbursement paid to supevisors, adjugment to faculty course
loadsto insure the 16 b 1 @andidate-supevisor ratio, and gedude tuition redudion
certificates issued to cooperating teachers. Information éoutthe anountof the sudent
teaching fee may beobtained by @mntacting the college busness office a the beginning ofthe
academic year.

Candidates nead to plan for additiond cods assodated with obtining ateaching license.
These cods are as follows:

* Feefor Praxis || exams b Each licensure area requires the passage of the Prindples of
Learning and Teaching exam and oneor two additiond exams in the content area(s)
of thelicense. The cod for these exams can belocated in the Praxis bulletin available
in the education office.

* Feefor BCI or FBI background teck B All candidates for teaching licenses need to
undego abackgroundcheck. Thecurrent fee associated with thisis available from
the education department secretary.
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* Ohio License Application Fee B Applicationsfor an initial Ohio provisiond license
mug pay an goplication fee. The current fee assodated with this is available from the
education department secretary.

B. WEEKLY PLANS

The college supervisor will require copies of weekly lesson plansto behandel in to the
Education Department during the student teaching experience. College supervisors will
inform each sudent teacher of therequired format for lesson plans

C. ABSENCES

No unexcused absences will betolerated duiing the sudent teaching smester. In emergency
situaions however, the coopeating teacher and the Education Department should be
notified immediately.

D. MAKE-UP TIME

The Char of the Education Department has the responsbility to guaantee to the state that dl
standadsfor licensure are met. Therefore, make-up ime shdl berequired for indances of
excessive absence regardless of cause and for dl unexcused absences.

E. PROFESSIONAL DAY

One excused asence (such as an Educationd Conference or ajob interview) from sudent
teaching is allowed for professiond reasons This absence mug becleared in advance with
the coopeating teachers and the college supervisor at least forty-eight hours prior to the
absence. Spring emester sudent teachers are excused for oneday to atend the Spring
Recruiting Gonortium in Athens

F. CALENDAR

Student teachers will follow the calendar of the school district during the student teaching
semester. When this school district calenda differs from the Marietta College calenda, the
students will berequired to sudent teach duiing acollegevacation. In such case, sudent
teachers are responsble for securing thar own lodging and neals. The office of residentia
life may be contacted for hdp in securing lodging duing these periods

G. SCHOOL POLICY
Each cooperating shool has its own polcy concerning rules and regulations. It is the
responsbility of the sudent teacher to conault the faculty handbookand the coopeating

teacher early in the semester concerning these policies. Sudent teachers are required to
follow the policies of the coopeaating £hools.
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H. PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT

It isimportant that the sudent teachers establish and meintain apostive professiond
relationship with dudents. Therefore, a persona or soda relationship with gudents and
outside curricular and extra-curricular activities with sudents should beentered into with
extreme care. For example, daing oramilar soda engagements with astudent(s) in your
coopeating <hoolis nomally consdered ingppropriate professiond conduct.

l. THE STUDENT TEACHER ASSUBSTITUTE

Student teachers may not act as a subditute for their coopeating teacher. Students cannot
accept finandal remuneation for activities which conditute the sudent teaching experience.

J. THE LEGAL STATUSOF THE STUDENT TEACHER

Legd precedent indicates tha sudent teachers in the paformance of thar assignment
assume the same legal status as the coopeating teacher.

K. STUDENT TEACHER LIABILITY
All sudent teachers have liability protection unde the college insurance policy.
L. PLACEMENT OF STUDENT TEACHERS

To insure prope supevision, dl sudent teachers are placed in an elementary, middle, or
senior high shool in the WashingtonMWood Gunty area. Teachers are trained in the use of
Praxis Il criteriain order to insure tha candidate performance is accurately and fairly
evaluaed and gpropriate feedback is shared with the candidae.

In order to insure avariety of experiences, candidatesOprior field experience placements are
congdered when the sudent teaching plcementismade  Candidaes are not pamitted to
student teach in abuilding where they attended school as aP-12 dudent.

The Education Department will consder candidate requests to do sudent teaching ouside
the greater Marietta areaon an individud basis. A decision o dlow acandidae to gudent
teach off campusmay be jugified by ay of the following drcumstances.
* Thecandidae is afifth year sudent at Marietta College
* Thecandidae has experienced a dire changein finandal circumstances that
necessitate living & home during sudent teaching.
* Thecandidae desires a student teaching placement in alocation tha represents
cultural diversity relative to the Marietta area.
* Exceptiond family circumstances require the candidate to live a homne.
Thedecision o pamit acandidae to sudent teach off campusis made by conensus of the
Education Department faculty and mndderation is given bot to the candidate® reason for
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therequest and evidence tha the candidate will beable to successfully achieve the stated
outcomes of the sudent teaching experience. Candidates who have demonstrated
marginal work in education cour ses, field experiences, or academic content areasare
not per mitted to gudent teach outside the Marietta College supervision area.

If acandidae is given pemission o sudent teach off campus the candidate is responsble
for contacting alocal inditution of highe education for placement and supavision ofthe
experience. The candidate is responsble for reimbursing the supavising ingitution® cods
for the supevisor@ stipend, nmleage, and any other assodated cogts, induding remuneation
for the cooperating teacher if this gpplies.

M. CONFERENCES

Conferences with the cooperating teacher and the college supevisor are an integral pat of
the sudent teaching experience. Informal conferences occur frequently between the student
teacher and coperating teacher.

The coopeating teacher@ primary fundion is to encourage and guie the student teacher
toward asuccessful experience. He/Shewill provide oppotunities to experiment with
different teaching techniques and will obgerve and evaluae growth in teaching.
Conferences beween the college supavisor and the student teacher are dso scheduled.
These conferences take place at variousintervals throughoutthe semester. A find
conference may be scheduled for theend d the semester.

The college supervisor@ primary fundion is to offer congructive suggestions for
improvement and o encourage the sudent to peform to hig’her fullest potential. The college
supeavisor will discuss with the sudent teacher any problems tha may arise.

N. EVALUATION

At the conduson of the student teaching peiod, both the coopeating teacher and the college
supevisor will complete a Praxis 111 - based evaluation form that will become a pat of the
student teacher@ permanent file. In &l cases the college supevisor will consult with the
coopeating teacher in daermining thefind gradefor sudent teaching. llege policy
requires tha the college supavisor beresponsble for assigning thefind gradein sudent
teaching. To belicensed, sudent teachers must receive a grade of O®in sudent teaching.
This gradeis based onacceptable ratingsin dl evaluaion dormains Additiondly, candidates
submit the CapsonePortfolio & the conduson of the sudent teaching ssmester. This
portfolio is reviewed by the Education Department. All areas of the portfolio mug receive
acceptable ratingsin oder for the candidae to berecommended for a teaching license.
Candidates who ae denied licensure by the Education Department may appeal by usng the
stepsdescribed in the Marietta College Teacher Education Handbook (Section I11.B.5).
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O. STUDENT TEACHING SUPERVISION

All sudents are supavised by aqudified member of the Marietta Collegefaculty who ha
contemporary experience a the gopropriate level. College supevisors visit the sudent
teacher@ classroom once aweek and share feedback with the student teacher and the
coopeating teacher.

X. TEACHING LICENSES

When dl requirements for licensure are completed and the find grades are published by the
registrar, the Education Department mails candidatesOsigned licensure forms to the State of
Ohio Department of Education. Theissued licenses are then returned to the Marietta College
Education Department and sent viaregistered mail to candidaes.
