Reading:
Much of what you will learn in this course will not come from lectures.  Make it a practice to study the 


material in each section of the textbook before the material is covered in class.  Ask questions about 


the material in class if anything is not clear to you.  Expect the reading to be hard work.  You are 


expected to work through the embedded examples in the test as you need.  You are encouraged to 


work with others in the class when you are studying.



Vocabulary:
Mathematics is a language, and you cannot fully understand the subject if you do not understand its vocabulary.  As such, I will assign a list of vocabulary words/examples from each section.  As previously mentioned, you should read through a section before I lecture it is lectured on in class, and you should complete the related vocabulary assignment beforehand as well.  If you look in the attached calendar, I will collect vocabulary assignments for each section at the beginning of the first class corresponding to its lecture.

There will be a number of homework problems suggested from each section.  These problems are
and Quizzes:  listed in the attached calendar.  No homework will be collected, however.  There generally will be a 


quiz every week or so concerning the material covered since the previous quiz.  The quizzes will be 


closed book, but you may use your homework solutions while taking quizzes.   Quiz problems will be 


very similar or identical to homework problems.  This presents a reason for doing all suggested 


problems.  

Quizzes will be worth 10 points each.  Your lowest quiz score will be dropped to give your final quiz score.  No quizzes can be made up unless one is missed due to an excused absence.  It is left to my discretion to determine whether or not an absence is excused.  If you have to miss a quiz or exam due to an excused absence, you MUST let me know in advance, if possible, and in the case of an emergency, you should notify me as soon as possible.   If you miss a quiz or exam due to an unexcused absence or if you fail to notify me promptly of an excused absence, you will receive a zero for that quiz or exam.  

There also will be two lab assignments that can be worked on in groups, and lab reports will be required in these cases.  

Software:

Mathematica) for graphics and calculations.

Co-Curricular
"A student on academic probation may enroll in no more than 14 credit hours each

Probation:
semester. The following co-curricular restrictions will apply to a student on academic probation: 
a) They are ineligible to participate in any college athletic team or club sport.
b) They may not hold office in any campus organization or social fraternity or sorority.
c) They may not travel off campus to a meeting or trip with any college organization or club unless required to do so for an academic program. 

d) They may not represent the college in any on-campus or off-campus public events or other co-curricular activities (e.g. plays, musical performances, student newspaper) unless required to do so for an academic course. 

e) They may not register for courses that require co-curricular participation unless required by their major. 

The restrictions continue in force until the student has returned to "good academic standing", with the exception that when a student on academic probation earns a semester grade point average of 2.0, or better, co-curricular restrictions will be removed for the following semester."
