On June 23, 1972, President Richard M. Nixon signed the Education Amendments of 1972 into law. 
Within the Education Amendments are 37 words known as Title IX.

“No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from 

participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under 

any educational program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance.”

Though 1972 was a watershed year for American colleges and universities, women’s sports at Marietta 
College benefited from the generosity and persistence of alumni, community members and friends at 
Marietta College long before the passage of Title IX. As we look back at our history of women’s athletics 
over the last half century and beyond, we must celebrate our progress and simultaneously acknowledge 
there is more work that needs to be done.
